PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS
Prospective authors should submit a completed NASW Press Book  
Proposal Packet, which they may obtain by contacting Acquisitions Editor 
Rachel Meyers or downloading it from the Author Center section of the 
NASW Press Web site (www.naswpress.org/content/1423). This brief 
packet contains two sections: one with questions about the book’s 
author(s), content, and target market, and one that explains the required 
attachments (curriculum vitae, table of contents, and sample chapter).
